Read the WORD:  2 Cor 3:1-6 
1 Are we beginning to commend ourselves again? Surely we do not need, as some do, letters of recommendation to you or from you, do we? 2You yourselves are our letter, written on our hearts, to be known and read by all; 3and you show that you are a letter of Christ, prepared by us, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human hearts. 

4 Such is the confidence that we have through Christ towards God. 5Not that we are competent of ourselves to claim anything as coming from us; our competence is from God, 6who has made us competent to be ministers of a new covenant, not of letter but of spirit; for the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life. 

SHARE your thoughtsSHARESHARE
Reflect:
· Paul write to the church at Corinth that he doesn’t need a letter of recommendation regarding his work because the work is obvious – it is seen in the people of Corinth.  

· Who in your life would say that you are their “letter of recommendation”? (that is, the fruit of their spiritual labors)
· Who would you say is your letter of recommendation?  Who have you invested in spiritually?  

· Where is your confidence before God?  
Respond:
· What is an area of your life where you need to have confidence in God’s power and work, and not in your own ability?  Write this down and give it up to God. 
· Who is one person you feel could become a “letter of recommendation” for you? (someone you could invest in spiritually).  Call them and ask to have coffee-chats on a regular basis. 
PRAY for each other:
· Pray a prayer of thanks to God for being competent when we are incompetent.  Pray also that you might, in His power and wisdom, invest well, spiritually, in those around you.
